SevenMeters opfordrer NGO'er, enkeltpersoner og andre, bade lokalt og internationalt til at bruge det

blinkende rade lys som et (nyt) signal om at der er noget ravende galt med miljget og klodens klima.
Placering: Vejlands alle og @restad boulevard ved Bella Center. Langs kanalerne og sgerne i Kebenhavn.

Jordens Puls. Den 4% meter hgje bronze-skulptur Budbringeren teller de nye klimaflygtninge
pa et lysdisplay. | baggrunden, i vandgravene under metroen, star en reekke menneskestore
flygtningedrenge’ belyst med blat neonagtigt lys. Hele installationen, som er over 300 meter lang,
samt selve metroen er badet i radt, pulserende LED-lys der falger jordens geologiske ‘puls.

Kunstinstallationen tegner et dystert og surrealistisk billede af vores pavirkning af selve jordens ba-
lance og de konsekvenser vores uhammede forbrug vil have. Lysdisplayets optaelling beregnet ud

fra FN's vurdering om, at der vil komme over 200 millioner klima-flygtninge i Igbet af de naeste 40 ar.
Placering: Ved Bella Center metrostation, indgangen til COP15.

Freedom to Pollute. En 6 meter hgj kitschagtig kopi af Frihedsgudinden der udsender rgg fra
Faklen. Teksten 'Freedom to pollute’ er skrevet pa dokumentet hunholder i handen. Skulpturen
symboliser konfrontationen mellem vores krav om at fa frihed til at forbruge og leve som vi vil

overfor klimaets og resten af verdens behov for at vi begraenser vores udfoldelser.
Placering: Den store bakke pa Amager Falled, bag ved vandrerhjemmet ved Bella Center.

Vandrende Flygtninge. Tre 10 meter hgje skulpturer med kobberansigter der forestiller
afrikanske kvinder med lange dragter i skrigende farver. De star pa det savanne lignende omrade
og symboliser flygtninge der er pa vandring, vaek fra terke og oversvemmelser, der har gjort deres

levested ubeboeligt. De viser at det er den tredje verden der bliver hardest ramt af klimakrisen.
Placering: Krydset Vejlands alle / @restad boulevard ved Bella Center.

Survival of the Fattest. Med to vaegtskale i sin hand, sidder en enormt fed Justitia figur pa
ryggen af en udsultet afrikansk mand. Placeringen ved siden af den danske nationalskulptur
‘Den lille Havfrue’ konfronterer den virkelige verdens manglende retfeerdighedssans, med vores
selvtilfredshed.

"Jeg sider pd ryggen af en mand - han er ved at segne under byrden - jeg vil gere alt for at

hjeelpe ham - undtagen at traede ned fra hans ryg” Justitia, vestlige retfeerdighedsgudinde.
Placering: | vandet ved den 'Den lille Havfrue’ pa Langelinje.

Balanceakterne: Ti forskellige 3 meter hgje skulpturer af mennesker, der hver isaer balancerer pa
en 5-15 meter hgj pzel. Balanceakterne er skabt til FN's tidr for Uddannelse for Baeredygtig Udvikling
(2005-2014) i samarbejde med skandinaviske NGO'er. Skulpturerne symboliser en baeredygtig levevis
og produktion der er i balance med naturen, hvilket er ligesom at balancere pa pzel. Hvis vi kommer
for lang ud til den ene side, bliver vi gjeblikkeligt ngdt til at kompensere ved at leene os til den anden
side. Det er médske denne enkle og banale naturlov som menneskeheden har glemt de sidste 200 ar.
Det er visionen at skulpturerne skal opstilles 10 forskellige steder pa kloden efter COP15 for at
markere at man pa opstillingsstederne er i gang med en baeredygtig udvikling.

SevenMeters.net by the artist Jens Galschiot use a number of art installations to highlight the
climate crisis from different angles. In collaboration with various partners the focus is put on the
human consequences of global warming and how the demographic changes affect our world,
both locally and globally.

SevenMeters urges the politicians at COP15 to take action and as a minimum pursue the scientific
recommendations about reducing CO2 emissions and solve the climate crisis. It should be the ones
(us) who created the climate crisis that should pay to solve it.

7 Meters water level. A line 7 meters above water level visualizes where the N
waterline will go if all the ice on Greenland melts. At a 24 km stretch in | \‘\
Copenhagenthousands of flashing red lights mark this potential new water level. F
The LED-lights are custom made so they can flash continuously throughout the L0 ,y;
entire summit. They have unintentionally come to resemble miniature bombs, A

but in a way it is symbolic that the COP15 meeting takes place under thousands “==— "
of flashing climate bombs.

SevenMeters invite NGOs, individuals and others, both locally and internationally, to use the
flashing red lights as a (new) signal that something is staggering wrong about the environment

and the global climate.
Location: Vejlands Alle and @restad Boulevard by Bella Center. Along the canals and lakes in Copenhagen.

The Pulse of the Earth. The 4 %-meter high bronze sculpture ‘The Messenger’ counts the new
climate refugees on a light-display. In the background, in the water ditches under the metro, a large
number of human ‘refugee boys' are illuminated with blue neon-like light. The whole installation
which is over 300 meters long, and the subway are bathed in red, pulsating LED light synchronized
with the geological ‘pulse’ of the earth.

The art installation draws a gloomy and surreal image of our impact on the earth’s balance and the
impending consequences our unbridled consumption. The light display is counting the climate

refugees, of which the UN estimates there will be 200 million within the next 40 years.
Location: The Bella Center Metro station, the entrance to COP15.

Freedom to Pollute. A 6-meter high kitschy replica of the Statue of Liberty emitting smoke from
the torch. The document in her hand displays the text ‘Freedom to Pollute’ The sculpture symbolizes
the conflict between our demands for unbridled consumption and concern for the climate and the
planet that would imply that we reign our excesses.

Location: The big hill at Amager Fzelled behind the youth hostel at Bella Center.

Wandering Refugees. Three 10 meter high sculptures with copper faces depicting African women
with long dresses in strident colors. Standing on a savannah like area they symbolize the refugees
fleeing the droughts and floods that have made their homeland uninhabitable. The sculptures indi-
cate that the third world is hit especially hard by the climate change.

Location: The junction Vejlands Alle / @restad Boulevard at Bella Center.

Survival of the Fattest. With a pair of scales in her hand, a huge, fat Justitia figure is sitting
on the back of a starved African man. Set up close to the innocent Danish national sculpture
‘The Little Mermaid, she’s confronting the real world’s deficient sense of justice with the western
world’s hypocritical self-righteousness.

“I'm sitting on the back of a man - he is sinking under the burden -l will do everything to help him - except to step down from his back.”
Justitia, Western Goddess of Justice.

Location: In the water by ‘The Little Mermaid’ at Langelinje.

The Balancing Acts: Ten different 3 meter tall humanoid sculptures, each perched on 5-15 meter
high poles. The Balancing Acts’are created for the UN’s Decade of Education for Sustainable Develop-
ment (2005-2014) in collaboration with Scandinavian NGOs. The sculptures symbolize a sustainable
lifestyle and production that is in balance with nature. This is just like balancing on a pole. If we come
too far to one side, we immediately have to compensate by leaning forward to the other side. It is
perhaps this simple law of nature that mankind has forgotten the last 200 years.

Itis the vision that the sculptures are erected at 10 different places on the planet after COP15, to mark
that where these sculptures are set up projects of sustainable development are in progress. If you are
