The registered office of the Alliance will be simarte in Hong
Kong.

The objecls for which the Alliance is established are:-

(a) To promote any patriotic democratic movement and the
cavse of democratic reforms of China ;
{bYWithout prejudice o the gonerality of the foregoing:

{1} To support and azzist students and aulonomous students
organizations in Beijing or clsewhers in Ching in their
activities in promoting eny patriotic demacralic move-
ment and the cause of democratic reforms of China;

(i) To make donations, subsidies and subvcntions te persons
or organizations in China for the purpose of promoting,
any patriotic demuocralic movement and the cause of
democratic reforms of China;

{e)} To accept and receive donations. subscriptions, and gifls
from persons or organizations for any one or more of the
objeets xe1 nul in the foregoing &nd ta pive receipts therafor;

{d) To arganize fund-raising projects and activilies to promole
demonstrate support and carry out any of the aferesatd ob-
Jeots and to pay and discharge payments and cxpenses in-
curred for such projects and aclivities;

(¢} To arpenize campaign end activitics to promote demonstrate
supporl and carry out any of the aforesaid objects and Lo pay
and discharge expenses incurred for such campaigns and
activitias;

() To do ell such other things as are incidental or conducive to
the allainment of all or any of the objects set out above.

FProvided that'-

(i} The Alliance is strictly prohibited from engaging in any
trading or husiness aetivities for the purpose of making prof-
its or gains;

(i) The ohjects of the Alliance shall not extend to the regula-
tion ef relations between workers and emplovers or
organizalions of warkers and organieations of employers;

{iii) In case the Alliance shall take or hold any property which
may be subject to any trvsts, the Alliance will oaly des
with or jnvest the same in which manner as allowed by
law, having regard o such trusts;

{iv) The powers set ferth in the Seventh Schedule of the
Companies Grdinanse (Cap.32) are herehy exclnded.

4. The income and property of the Alliance. wheneesouver derived,
shall be applied solely towards the promation of the shjects of
the Ailiance as set forth in this Memorandum of Associstion, and
no portien thereof shall be paid ur transforred directly or indi-
rectly, by way of dividend, bonus or otherwise howsoever
by wey of prolit, 1o the members of the Alliance.

Pravided that nothing herein shall prevent the payment, in
good fmith, of reasenable and proper remuoneration to any
officer or servant of the Alliance, or 1o any member of lhe
Alliance, in relurn for any service actually rendered to the Al-
lianee, nar prevent the payment of reasonzble and proper ront
fay premises demised or let by any member to the Alliance;but
50 thet no director of the Alllance shall he appointed to any
sularied officc of the Alliance, or any office of the Alliance
paid by fees, and that no remuneration or other bencfit in
money or meoney's worth shall be given by the Alliance to
any member of the Commitiee of the Alliance except repayment
of out-of-pocket cxpenses and resonable and proper rent for
premises demised or Iet o the Alliance.

3. The lability of the members is limited.

6. Every member of the Ailiance undertakes to contribute to the
assets af the Alliance, in the event of the same being wound up
while he it » member, or within one year after he ceases to be g
member, for payment of the debts and liabilities al the Al-
liznce contracted before he ceases to be a member, and of the
cosls, charges and expenses of winding up, and for the adjust-
ment of the rights of the contributorics amongsl themselves,
such amounts es may be required, 1ot exceeding HK$10.00.

7. If upon the winding-up of the Alliance there remains, after
satisfaction of all debts and liabilities, =ny property
whatssever, the samc shall not be paid to or distribuled among
the members of the Alliance, but shall be given or lransferred to
soms ather institution or institutions having objects similar to the
objectz of the Alliance or in the sbsence of such inslitution to
such other instinmtion or institutions having charitable objects
fer the benefits of the people in China and which  shsll prohibit
the distributior: of its or their income and praperty smong its
ar their members to an extent at least as great as is impased on
ihe Alliance under or by virtue of clause 4 hersof, such instity-
tion or institutions to be determined by the members of the
Alliance at or before the time of dissolution, end in default
thereof by a Judge of the Supreme Court of Honp Kong as may
have or acquire jurisdiction in the matter, and if and so far as
effecl cannot be given to the aforesaid pravision, then to some
public ar charitabie ubjecis,

& Mo addition, alteration or amendment shall be made 1o ar in the
Memorandum and Articles of Association for the time being in
force unizss the same has been previcusly submited to and
approved by the Registrar of Companies in writing.

Curing tha two weaks leading up
to May 12th - and the declaration
of martial law - we shared a
feeling of pride and hope as the
movement for democracy spread
and became a movement of all
the Chinese people. This hope
was shattered when the Chingse
govarnment declared martial law
and branded the movement as
“counter-revolutionary”. But
when our hopes returned in the
following threa weeks as the
Chinese government seemed
paralysed and the movement
seemed to gain strength. Then
there was the shock of the mas-
sacre on June 4th and the subse-
quent repression of the democ-
racy movemsnt.

After June 4ath many of thosa
involved with China have felt a
sense of grief. This grief was not
only far those who died ar were
injured, but alsc for the shattered
hopes tor the future of China,

June 4th China Support Group
grew out of this initial response Lo
the recent events In China. After

-
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the initial shock subsided, many
of us felt that there was much we
could and should do for China
and tor the Chinese students in
this country. The group was ini-
tiated by a latter to the press
calling for funds to assist Chinese
studants irt this country.

The group has attracted to its
membership quite a wida selec-
tion of people who ars linked with
China by the their work, study or
friendship: it represents the views
of many of sinologists and sinop-
hilas in this country. The group is
not party political, though # does
seek rigorously to influence the
British government's policy with
respect to China and Hong Kong.

The aims of the Group are essen-
tially humanitarian:

- 1o provide aid to those injured
or bereaved in China,

- to provide financial assistance
and counselling to the Chinase
siudents in this country,

- 10 undertake regsearch on the
recent avents in China,

- 1o campaign for the release of
those detained in the repression
whlich followed Juna 4ath,

welfare and human rights for Chinese worldwide. The avenues for achiaving the
objectives is through sponsaring the following classes of activities:

Tiananmen Memorial Social Science Research Fund to provida fellowships and

grants in support of social science research on modemn China. Some of the
immediate projects include

— Tiananmen Memorial Fellowships for pre- and post-decteral research in United
States universities in topics dealing with current and alternative economlc and
palitical infrastructure of modern China;

Funds. Unrestricted donation shall be allocated by the Board of Trustees ot tha
Foundation In accordance with stated purposes of the Foundation.



The ‘By-Laws

of
The Tiananmen Memorial Foundation

1. Purpose Of The Foundation

Tiananmen Memorial Foundalion is a charitable endowment tor the furtherance of
human rights and weltars for the Chinese people worldwide. This stated purpose of
the Foundation cannot be amended under any circumstances.

2. Membership

Voling privileges shall be IImitad to the Endewment Mambers only.¢ Additional
classes of membership may be established by the Board of Trusteas from time to time,
but shall not have the voling privileges.

2.1 Eligibility

Endowment Membership is cpen to all individuals who agree with the stated
purpose of the Foundation and agree to adhere to the By-Laws of the Foundation.

2.2 Qualification

The Endowment Membership is granted only to those individuals that have
contributed more than US$5C0 to the Foundation during the period of September 15,
1989 to September 14, 1390. The ievel of endowment contribution after this period
shall be defined by the Board Of Trustees. In no cases, the new levels shall be less
than the original minimum contrihution adjusted by the changes in the Consumer Price
Index. In addition, there will be a stay period of one year before new membars may
exercise their voting privileges.,

2.3 Membership Dusas

There are no annual membership dues for the Endowment Members. Endowment
Membership provides for lifa time privileges unless voluntarily withdrawn.

2.4 Membership Meeting

There are no scheduled meetings of the Endowment Members, If the Board of
Trustees should deem necessary, it may call a general meeting. Notices for lhe
meeting shall be mailed to all Endowment Membars no less than two wesks prior to
the actual meeting date. Endowment Members absent at the meetings shakl be
granted the rights and an appropriate period of time o vote on issuas discussed in the
measting. In no casa, shall the genera! meeting be callad more than onca in a twelve

month period.



2.5 Rights and Privilages
The Endowment Members shall have the following rights:
i, Right to recelve notices directly sponsored by the Foundation.
fi. Right to receive annual repons in a timely manner.
ii. Fiighf to vole on new members to the first Board of Trustees.

iv. Right to vota an substitution candidates of the Board of Trustees. There shall be
a minimum of five choices for each vacant seat. The power to nominate

substitution candidates of tha Board shall be vasted exclusively in the Beard of
Trusteas.

v. Right to vote on all amendmants to tha By-Laws as motloned by the Board of

Trustees. In no cases, can the stated purpose of the Foundation and those of
the individual Funds be modified.

26 Msmbership Quorum

There is no requirement for quorum of tha Endowmant Membership. No decision
can ba made during & membership meeting. The meetings shall be used primarily for
opinion exchanges. The minutes of tha meeling accompanying the issuss to be voted
on shall be mail to all Endowment Members. Absentee Endowment Members and
those Endowment Members who chooss not to cast their vota dusing the meeting shall
have hwo weeks after tha receipt of the ballot to cast their voles.

3. Board of Trustees

The Board shall be composed of up to 21 mambers, a majority of whem shal! be
United Statas citizens. Each member must also be an Endowment Mamber. The Board

of Trustees shall elect its Chairman, Vice-Chairman, and other Officers as deemed
necessary.

The Board is responsible for the allocation ot the funds that are not designated by
the donors. The Board alse has the responsibility to appoint and menitor the
performance of the Foundatien Funds Manager(s), ingluding but not limited to
fnvestment Banker(s), Legal Counsel(s), and Indepandent Auditor{s}, and any other
committaes that carry out activities spensored by the Foundation.

3.1 Election

in tha svent of a vacancy on the Board of Trustees, members of the remalning
Board shall nominzte five candidates for replacement. Thess candidates shali be
voted on by the Endowment Mambership via mail balloting. The ballot shall include a
place for non-approval. If more than 50% of the voles are far non-gpproval, a new
slate of candidates shall be nominated and a new election shall be held.



3.2 Term

Membership on the Board of Trustees is for a life-time term. Except for death and
vetuntary rasignation, a member on the Board of Trustees can only be removed by a
three-fourth mafority vote of the Endowment Membership.

3.2 Replacemant

Newly elected membars shall take over the vacant position upon completion of
election process.
3.4 Mseting of Board of Trustees

Either the Chairman or Vice-chairman can call a meeting for the Board of Tru_stees.
A Board meeting can also ba called by the petition of at ieast thres members of the

Board.
3.5 Quorum of Board of Trustees

There is no requirement far a quorum. Any actions that have to be voted on shall
be summarized and maited to all members of the Board of Trustees fer their votes.

4. Honorary Board of Trusiogs

The 8Board of Trustees has the right to nominate and vete on candidates for tha
Hongrary Membership of Board of Trustees. There is no limit on the number that can
be nominated. There is no active function for the Honorary Members. They shall
have the right to receive notice of Board meetings and to attend as non-voting
members. All Honorary members shali be Endowment Members.

4.1 Elsction

The Honorary Members are nominated and slected by a majority vote of the Board
of Trustees,

4.2 Term

Honorary Membership is for a ffe-time term. No replacement or substitution is
necessary.
4.3 Termination

Honorary members may resign at their own wil! at anytime.

5. Adeptien of and Amendment to By-Laws

Adoption of the first By-Laws shall be acted upon by the Endowmant Members.
The first amendment to the By-Laws shall be made by the first meeting of the first
Board of Trustees. All subsequent adoptions and amsndments must be approved by
a 75% majority vote by the Endowment Membarship.



8. Offlcial Language

The Official Language for all documeants shall be English. However, in meetings
held by the Foundation, both Chinese and English may be used. Reasonable
transiation facilities shall be provided whenever possibie when requested.

7. Governing Instruments

The By-Laws as set forth herein is the only nuling document. In the event a portion

of the By-Laws should be held in contradiction 1o local or federal laws, the remaining
By-Laws shall still hold valid.

7.1 Distribution of incomg
In general, the Foundation will not be distributing income. The Foundation may
distribute for each tax year at such time and in such manner as not to become subject

'o the tax on undistributed income imposed by Section 4942 of the Internal Revenus
Code, or corresponding section of such future federal tax cods.

7.2 Self-Dealing

The Foundation witt not engage in any act of self-dealing as defined in Section

4941(d) of the Internal Revenue Code, or corresponding section of any future tederal
tax code,

7.3 Businass Hoidings

The Foundation will not retain any excess business holdings as defined in Section

4343(c) ot the Internal Revenue Code, or corresponding section of any future federal
tax code.

7.4 Investment

The Foundation will not make any investments in such manner as to subject it to

tax under Section 4344 of the interna! Revenue Cods, or corresponding section of any
future federal tax code.

7.5 Expenditures

The Foundation wil not make any taxable expenditures as defined in Section

5345(d} of the Internal Revenue Code, or cosresponding section of any future federal
tax code.

7.6 Conflicts batween Articles of Incorporalion and By-Laws

In case of confficts between the By-laws and the Articles of Incorporation, the
Article of Incorperation shall over-ride the By-Laws.
8. Dissglution of The Fpundation

The dissolution of the Foundalion shall be carried out upon the recommendation by

& 75% majority of the Board of Trustees, and ratified by 75% of the votas cast by the
Endowment Members on the dissclution amendment.

The remaining tunds of the Foundation shal be donated to other non-profit
Foundations of like purposes with 501(c}(3} tax-exempt status of Internal Revenue
Cods and with the approval of a majority vole by the Endowment Membershig. (R3¥)

CHAIRMAN'S MESSAGE

Grestings:

In the three manths since the Tiananmen mansacre,
the Foundation for Chiness Damocracy has made
amazing progress, thanks to the velunteer efforts of
mAnRY,

From the beginning of the Foundntion, the
organizers felt that it waz important to define the
Foundation's miaicn clearly and to define our
parapective on the issue of democrucy in China. We
felt that while on the one hand as Americans we
must respect the right of the Chiness peopie to
choose their form of economic system and govern-
ment, we nonetheless believe that, as friends of the
Chinese peaple, we cannot and should not remain
silent on thase policies of the current government
that viclate basic human rights and which are
harmful to the modernization of China.

The early activitien of the Foundation have been
directed towards creating visibility and credibility
for the Foundation. Events such as the Davies Hall
Cencert on June 27, the Concert/Rally on July 1,
the mini-telathon over the waekend of July 21, and
the visit by Wu'erkaixi and the other dissidanta on
August 8 and 9, all helpad to establish the Founda-
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tion my a visible and active organization in the eyes
of the public.

Tha Foundation has also workaed towerds
networking with other Bay Arex and Southern
California pro—democracy groups and aponsored
educationsl activities for pelicymakers andg the
public. Consistent with the Foundation'a non-profit
statusg, the foeus has been on educational and
humanitarian astivities.

Although the Foundation was set up rapidly
after the events of June 4, it has adopted a
structure which will provide atability in the
long—term, with a 25-member Board of Directors, a
seven-member Executive Committee, and xevera!
working committess. The Foundation is fartunate
to have received putatanding support from govern-
ment and community leaders, many of whom have
agreed to serve on the Foundation's Honorary and
Advisary Boards,

By making the Foundation & membership
erganization, we hope to encourage brond partic-
ipation by the community. I must apologize for our
delay in getting out our first newslettar to our
membere and hope to keep in better tourh with you
in the future.

Probably the question I am asked most
frequently is, “What is the Foundation-deing with
the maney it has raised? We feel that the oppor-
tunities for effective programs, especially in the
humanitarian arena, are quite limited at this time.
We know that it's easier to fundraise this year, more
difficult next year, and even harder the year after.
The kinds of commitments we makes now are for
projects which will be meaningful twe-three years
down the line. Agccordingly, we have formed the
"Fund Fot Chinese Democracy” under the auapices
of the San Francisco Foundation, to make sure the
money we have raised is prudently and properly
investad and aceounted for. Aong these lines, we do
not have a paid staff, we are fortunate to have a
rent—free office, and we are trying to keep our
expenses low,
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In the meantime, the Foundation has and will
continue to make grants to other organizations for
humamtarian and edueational programs. So far,
$10,000 has been allocated by the Board of Directors
for such programas, with $3,000 in grants already
awarded.

The balance of the expenditures by the Founda.
tion will be for the Foundation's ewn programs in
the areas of public education for policymakers and
the general public and assistanee for Chinese
students and scholars in the Umited States. We
would like to help the students and scholars so that
they do not get sent back prematurely because their
visas have expired: to assist them in finding employ-
ment or providing them with immediate emergency/
medical assistance if necessary. We view these
students studying abread as China's fizture, their
national treasure who need to be protected. We
must make the investment ns Chinese—Americans
to help them return to China as the future leaders
who will modernize and democratize China.

For the future, the Foundation is developing a
strategic plan on how 2 Lss our resouress and
people effectively, primarily in the sdue-tional
arena. Specifically the Foundation will sponsor
conferences, forums, lectures, and other activities
that maintain the public’s awareness of the strupple
for democracy in China.

. Despite all of our aecomplishments to date, the
Foundation is & youtig and develaping organizatien
that needs the ideas, energy and support of ail of
you. Iinvite each of vou to become an active mem-
ker of the Foundatian: to send in your ideas,
thaughts, and concerns, and to join the Foundation
in the efforts to secure democracy for all Chinese.

1
look forward to working with all of yvou in the near
future.

The second day's schedule connisted of press
conferences during the day, and a public spesch in
the eveming at the Hyatt Regency. Over 1,300
peeple heard Wan Runnan tompare China's
renascent demoeracy movement to that of Poland's
Sclidarity Union, which had alsa been suppressed
by the government but has now become legitimate,

Wu'srkaixi, by far the most populsr and
recognizable of the dissidents, emphasized that the
movement is a strupgle for the right ef the pecple to
choose their 6wn form of government. Each
dissident alse discussed the possibility of forming a
multi-party system.

Concluding with meetings with the Stanford
and Berkeley student groups,.the three—day visit
reised appreximately $60,000 in support of the
Frent For Demacratic China group.

China's Dissidents visit the Bay
Area

In the early morning of August 8, 1989, a strong
earthquake jolted many people from their sleap,
Perhaps this natural phenomenon served as an
announcement to the Bay Area on the arrival of faur
leading Chinese dissidents to S8an Frangiseo:

Proving the June 4 massacre had not been
forgotten, a crowd of over 10,000 supporters filled
dJustin Herman Plaza on July 1 for a voncert/rally to
commemorate those who died at Tiananmen
Square.

Several of onr activilies have
heen carried out in co-spousorships with Lhe Federation of Stadents, the Chi-
nese Students aund Schiolars Association, and the Chinese Sincddenta Association
of UTmversily of Walerloo.
