MEMORANDUM OF ASSOCIATION OF
HONG KONG ALLIANCE IN SUPPORT OF
PATRIOTIC DEMOCRATIC MOVEMENTS OF CHINA

(FATETHERRTIEBHEY)

The name of the Company is "Hong Keng Alliance in Support
of Patriotic Democratic Movements of China (R IESEET
Aoy (hereinafter called "the Alliance”).

- The registered office of the Alliance will be situate in Hong
Kong.

The objects for which the Alliance is established are:-

(a) To promote any patriotic democratic movement and the
cause of democratic reforms of China ;
{b)Without prejudice to the generality of the foregoing:

() To support and assist students and autenomous students
organizations in Beijing or elsewhere in China in their
activities in promoting any patriotic democratic move-
ment and the cause of demoeratic reforms of China;

(i) To make donations, subsidies and subventions to persons
or organizations in China for the purpose of promoting
any patriotic democratic movement and the cause of
democratic reforms of China;

(¢} To accept and receive donations, subscriptions, and gifts
from persons or organizations for any one or more of the
objects set out in the foregoing and to give receipts therefor;

(d) To organize fund-raising projects and activities to promote
demonstrate support and carry out any of the aforesaid ob-
jects and to pay and discharge payments and expenses in-
curred for such projects and activities;

(e} To organize campaign and activities to promote demonstrate
support and carry out any of the aforesaid objects and to pay
and discharge expenses incurred for such campaigns and
activities;

{f) To do all such other things as are incidental or conducive to
the attainment of all or any of the objects set out above.

Provided that:-

(i) The Alliance is strictly prohibited from engaging in any
trading or business activities for the purpose of making prof-
its or gains;

(i) The objects of the Alliance shall not extend to the regula-
tion of relations between workers and employers or
organizations of workers and organizations of employers;

(iif) In case the Alliance shall take or hold any property which
may be subject to any trusts, the Alliance will only deal
with or invest the same in which manner as allowed by
law, having regard to such trusts;

(iv) The powers set forth in the Seventh Schedule of the
Companies Ordinance (Cap.32) are hereby excluded.

4. The income and property of the Alliance, whencesoever derived,
shall be applied solely towards the promotion of the objects of
the Alliance as set forth in this Memorandum of Associatien, and
no portion thereof shall be paid or transferred directly or indi-
rectly, by way of dividend, bonus or otherwise howsoever
by way of profit, to the members of the Alliance.

Provided that nothing herein shall prevent the payment, in
good faith, of reasonable and proper remuneration te any
officer or servant of the Alliance, or to any member of the
Alliance, in return for any service actually rendered to the Al-
liance, nor prevent the payment of reasonable and proper rent
for premises demised or let by any member to the Alliance;but
so that no director of the Alliance shall be appointed to any
salaried office of the Alliance, or any office of the Alliance
paid by fees, and that no remuneration ar other benefit in
money or money's worth shall be given by the Alliance to
any member of the Committee of the Alliance except repayment
of out-of-pocket expenses and resonable and proper reat for
premises demised or let to the Alliance.

5. The lability of the members is limited.

6. Every member of the Alliance undertakes to contribute to the
assets of the Alliance, in the event of the same being wound up
while he is & member, or within cne year after he ceases to be a
member, for payment of the debts and liabilities of the Al-
liance contracted before he ceases to be a member, and of the
costs, charges and expenses of winding up, and for the adjust-
ment of the rights of the contributorics amongst themselves,
such amounts as may be required, not exceeding HK$10.00.

7. If upon the winding-up of the Alliance there remains, after
satisfaction of all debts and liabilities, any property
whatsoever, the same shall not be paid to or distributed among
the members of the Alliance, but shall be given or transferred to
some other institution or institutions having objects similar to the
objects of the Alliance or in the absence of such institution to
such other institution or institutions having charitable objects
for the benefits of the people in China and which shall prohibit
the distribution of its or their income and property among its
or their members to an extent at least as great as is imposed on
the Alliance under or by virtue of clause 4 hereof, such institu-
tion or institutions to be determined by the members of the
Alliance at or before the time of dissolution, and in default
thereof by a Judge of the Supreme Court of Hong Kong as may
have or acquire jurisdiction in the matter, and if and so far as
effect cannot be given to the aforesaid provision, then to some
public or charitable objects.

8. No addition, alteration or amendment shall be made to or in the
Memorandum and Articles of Association for the time being in
force unless the same has been previously submitted to and
approved by the Registrar of Companies in writing,

EFI THE overseas Chinese and
those who are concern with
China, has studied Chinese or
has Chinese friends, the last two
months have been a time of
considerable emotional turmoil.
During the two weeks leading up
to May 12th - and the declaration
of martial law - we shared a
feeling of pride and hope as the
movement for democracy spread
and became a movement of all
the Chinese people. This hope
was shattered when the Chinese
government declared martial law
and branded the movement as
“‘counter-revolutionary”. But
when our hopes returned in the
following three weeks as the
Chinese government seemed
paralysed and the movement
seemed to gain strength. Then
there was the shock of the mas-
sacre on June 4th and the subse-

quent repression of the democ-
racy movement.

After June 4th many of those
involved with China have felt a
sense of grief. This grief was not
only for those who died or were
injured, but also for the shattered
hopes for the future of China.

June 4th China Support Group
grew out of this initial response to

the recent events in China. After

the initial shock subsided, many
of us felt that there was much we
could and should do for China
and for the Chinese students in
this country. The group was ini-
tiated by a letter to the press
calling for funds to assist Chinese
students in this country.

The group has attracted to its
membership quite a wide selec-
tion of people who are linked with
China by the their work, study or
friendship: it represents the views
of many of sinologists and sinop-
hiles in this country. The group is
not party political, though it does
seek rigorously to influence the
British government’s policy with
respect to China and Hong Kong.

The aims of the Group are essen-
fially humanitarian:

- 10 provide aid to those injured
or bereaved in China,

- to provide financial assistance
and counselling to the Chinese
students in this country,

- to undertake research on the
recent events in China,

- to campaign for the release of
those detained in the repression
which followed June 4th,

The group functions through a
Management Committee and

W
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regular general meetings of
members. In addition, there are
several specialist groups hand-
ling particular aspects of our
work. A monitoring group has
been gathering information on
those detained in China. A coun-
selling group has prepared qui-
dance sheets of information for
Chinese nationals in this country.
A lobbying group has presented
and lobbied Members of Parlia-
ment at the time of the recent
debate on China and hong kong.

A tund-raising & publicity group
has been working on ways to
publicise the June 4th Support
Group and organise fund raising
events,

BY-LAWS of THE ALLIANCE OF HONG KONG CHINESE
IN THE US
(Second draft - January 26, 50}

ARTICLE: NAME

The name of this organization shall be "The Alliance of Hong Kong
Chinese in the United States”, abbreviated as "AHKCUS", in
Chinese as "Mei Kwok Hong Kong Wah Yan Luen Wui", here-
inafter referred to as the Organization. (please note that the Chi-
nese phonetic translation should have been Chinese. It was just a
matter of convenience for transmitting through network that we
encode them in such translations)

ARTICLE II : OBJECTIVES

The objectives of the Organization shall be :

a. To concern and promote democracy development in China and
Hong Kong;

b. To protect and promote human rights in China and Hong Kong;:

¢. To raise international concern on the future of Hong Kong;

d. To protect the interests and rights of Chinese in the United
States;

e. To promote understanding & facilitate coordination among
members.

ARTICLE ITT : MEMBERSHIP

SECTION 1. CLASSES OF MEMBERSHIP

There shall be two types of membership in the Organization:
a. Association Member;
b. Individual Member.

SECTION 2. QUALIFICATION OF MEMBERSHIP
a. Assoctation Member :

Any association, located in the United States and its territories,
whose governing bylaws or constitution shall have no conflict with
the objectives of the Organization stated in ARTICLE II of this
bylaws, shall become an Association Member upon acceptance of its
application by the Regional Coordinating Centre, and such applica-
tion has to be filed with the Executive Committee. An association
member shall pay annual dues and initiation fees as decided by the
Organization . Each Association Member shall file its current
Bylaws or constitution and current executive committee
member list with the General Secretary of the Organization,

b. Individual Member:

Any person, sixteen years of age or older, residing in the United
States and its territories shall become an Individual Member upon
acceptance of his or her application by the Regional Coordinating
Centre.  An Individual Member shall pay annual dues and
initiation fees as decided by the Organization.

EDITORIAL

Our Association reaches a milestone this
month. A whole new executive committee has
been elected and will start working in March, It
is time for us to conclude what we have done
in the past year and to plan for the future.

1989 Chinese Student Movement upraised the
cry for democracy in China. The situation was
so bad that people had to risk their own lives
1o say it with their own mouth. The June 4
Massacre shocked the whole world. We, a
group of Hong Kong Chinese living in
Boston, felt the responsibility of being
Chinese and formed the Association of
Overseas Hong Kong Chinese for Democracy
and Human Rights to keep the movement’
alive.

The first step is not easy. However, we have
make it. We have organized an exhibition
about the 10-year reform in China and the June
4 Massacre. A newsletter has been published
regularly and talks organized on various topics
concerning the future of Hong Kong and
China. There were some informal gatherings
such as potluck dinners for us to meet friends
who share our vision, These activities were
well-received as reflected by the growing
membership of our Association.

The most important question for us is: What is
the value of the Association to us? We all have
the same dream: to see thal true democracy
comes to China. This is undoubtedly a very
long-term goal. As individuals, it is indeed
difficult for us to maintain enthusiasm in the
long run. The Association bonds us together as
a group and focuses our efforts in achieving
more concrete short-term goals.

‘What special contributions can we make to the
movement as overseas Hong Kong Chinese?
Hong Kong will be part of China after 1997,
‘We should try our best to promote democracy
in Hong Kong not only for Hong Kong's own
sake but also for spreading it to the rest of
China. Living in the U.5., we have first hand
experience in democracy. Our relative
insolation from China also allows us to speak
out more freely, Our proficiency in Cantonese
and Mandarin facilitates our contact with
different groups of Chinese from Mainland,
Taiwan and Chinatown,

There are similar groups formed in every comer
of the world afier the June 4 Massacre. We
hope these groups, including ours, can
continue and work together 1o fight for
democracy in China,

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I. Overview

This report is a summary of the activities held
by the Association of Overseas Hong Kong
Chinese for Democracy and Human Rights

from June 1989 to February 1990. This has
been an extraordinary year in the history of

mankind. The pro-democracy movement in
China led by primarily the students in Beijing
has ignited hope and concemn all over the
world. For many of us who share the ideal of
having a truly democratic political system
which fully respects human rights and human
values, we simply cannot remain as quiet
observers as the world is changing at such a
lightning pace, We can never forget the
tragedy of June 4, 1989, We feel that it is
our obligation to condemn the murderers and to
support the pro-democracy movement. This
past year also witnessed the deepening of the
confidence crisis in Hong Kong. At this
critical point in Hong Kong's history, there are
now serious doubts as to whether Hong Kong
can maintain her prosperity and whether human
rights will be respected for her residents. Our
Association was formed at this historical
juncture. We see the frustrations and anger of
the past, we see great uncertainties for the
future; but we also live with the hope that by
pulling our resources together and by
contributing in whatever capacity we can, we
can help to make a difference,

Our anger and our hope acted as the driving
force for the initiation and the organization of

activities in support of the pro-democracy
movement. In Section II, we present a month-
by-month summary of the Association’s
activities. Section 1II is a collection of brief
reports of our subcommittees, followed by the
financial report in Section IV. We conclude
this report by saying a few words about the
funare of the Association in Section V.

The smooth running of an association largely
relies on the support of its members, and we
would like to take this opportunity to thank
our members for their ardent support over the
past eight months, without which many of the
Association's activities could not have taken
place. With the common concern for the
future of China and Hong Kong as the
inbreakable tie for our members, we look
forward to another fruitful year for the
Association.

Executive Summary

Tiananmen Memorial Foundation is an endowment for the furtherance of the
welfare and human rights for Chinese worldwide. The avenues for achieving the
objectives is through sponsaring the following classes of activities:

- Tiananmen Memorial Social Science Research Fund to provide fellowships and

grants in support of social science research on modern China. Some of the
immediate projects include

— Tiananmen Memorial Fellowships for pre- and post-doctoral research in United
States universities in topics dealing with current and alternative economic and
political infrastructure of modern China;

— Tiananmen Memorial Institute sponsoring annual gatherings of experts,
specialists and Tiananmen Memorial Fellows on economic and political science
topics related to modern China. The format may include workshops and joint
sponsorship of topical conferences. Proceedings of the (nstitute may become
special issues of a new learned journal dedicated to social science topics of
modern China.

« Tiananmen Memorial Education Fund for college scholarships and other
educational supports to Chinese students from rural area, and financial assistance
for educational facilities in rural areas of China.

. Tiananmen Memorial Human Rights Defense Fund to provide legal defense and
other support in pursuit of legal justice for Chinese individuals whose basic human
rights are violated.

- Tiananmen Memorial Awards Fund for citations and grants for achievements and
contributions in promoting democracy and human rights for Chinese.

Donors may choose to designate their donation(s) to go to one or several of the
Funds. Unrestricted donation shall be allocated by the Board of Trustees of the
Foundation in accordance with stated purposes of the Foundation.



The By-Laws

of
The Tiananmen Memorial Foundation

1. Purpose Of The Foundation

Tiananmen Memorial Foundation is a charitable endowment for the furtherance of
human rights and welfare for the Chinese people worldwide. This stated purpose of
the Foundation cannot be amended under any circumstances.

2. Membership

Voting privileges shall be limited to the Endowment Members only.s Additional
classes of membership may be established by the Board of Trustees from time to time,
but shall not have the voting privileges.

2.1 Eligibility

Endowment Membership is open to all individuals who agree with the stated
purpose of the Foundation and agree to adhere to the By-Laws of the Foundation.

2.2 Qualification

The Endowment Membership is granted only to those individuals that have
contributed more than US$500 to the Foundation during the period of September 15,
1989 to September 14, 1990. The level of endowment contribution after this period
shall be defined by the Board Of Trustees. In no cases, the new levels shall be less
than the original minimum contribution adjusted by the changes in the Consumer Price
Index. In addition, there will be a stay period of one year before new members may
exercise their voting privileges.

2.3 Membership Dues

There are no annual membership dues for the Endowment Members. Endowment
Membership provides for life time privileges unless voluntarily withdrawn.

2.4 Membership Maeting

There are no scheduled meetings of the Endowment Members. If the Board of
Trustees should deem necessary, it may call a general meeting. Notices for the
meeting shall be maited to all Endowment Members no less than two weeks prior to
the actual meeting date. Endowment Members absent at the meetings shall be
granted the rights and an appropriate period of time to vota on issues discussed in the
meeting. In no case, shall the general mesting be called more than once in a twelve

month period.



2.5 Rights and Privileges
The Endowment Members shall have the following rights:
i. Right to receive notices directly sponsored by the Foundation.
ii. Right to receive annual reports in a timely manner.
iii. Flighi to vote on new members to the first Board of Trustees.

iv. Right to vote on substitution candidates of the Board of Trustees. There shall be
a minimum of five choices for each vacant seat. The power t¢ nominate

substitution candidates of the Board shall be vested exclusively in the Board of
Trustees.

v. Right to vote on all amendments to the By-Laws as motioned by the Board of

Trustees. In no cases, can the stated purpose of the Foundation and those of
the individual Funds be modified.

2.6 Membership Quorum

There is no requirement for quorum of the Endowment Membership. No decision
can be made during @ membership meeting. The meetings shall be used primarily for
opinion exchanges. The minutes of the meeting accompanying the issues to be voted
on shall be mail to all Endowment Members. Absentee Endowment Members and
those Endowment Members who choose not to cast their vote during the meeting shail
have two weeks after the receipt of the ballot to cast their votes.

3. Board of Trustees

The Board shall be composed of up to 21 members, a majority of whom shall be
United States citizens. Each member must also be an Endowment Member. The Board
of Trustees shall elect its Chairman, Vice-Chairman, and other Officers as deemed
necessary.

The Board is responsibla for the allocation of the funds that are not designated by
the donors. The Board also has the responsibility to appoint and monitor the
performance of the Foundation Funds Manager(s), including but not limited to
Investment Banker(s), Legal Counsel(s), and Independent Auditor(s), and any other
committees that carry out activities sponsored by the Foundation.

3.1 Election

In the event of a vacancy on the Board of Trustees, members of the remaining
Board shall nominate five candidates for replacement. These candidates shall be
voted on by the Endowment Membership via mail balloting. The ballot shall include a
place for non-approval. if more than 50% of the votes are for non-approval, a new
slate of candidates shall be nominated and a new election shall be held.



3.2 Term

Membership on the Board of Trustees is for a life-time term. Except for death and
voluntary resignation, a member on the Board of Trustees can only be removed by a
three-fourth majority vote of the Endowment Membership.

3.3 Replacement

Newly elected members shall take over the vacant position upon completion of
election process.
3.4 Meeling of Board of Trustees

Either the Chairman or Vice-chairman can call a meeting for the Board of Trt;stees.

A Board meeting can also be called by the petition of at least three members of the
Board.

3.5 Quorum of Board of Trustees

There is no requirement for a quorum. Any actions that have to be voted on shall
be summarized and mailed to all members of the Board of Trustees for their votes.

4. Honorary Board of Trustees

The Board of Trustees has the right to nominate and vote on candidates for the
Honorary Membership of Board of Trustees. There is no limit on the number that can
be nominated. There is no active function for the Honorary Members. They shall
have the right to receive notice of Board meetings and to attend as non-voting
members. All Honorary members shall be Endowment Members.

4.1 Election

The Honorary Members are nominated and elected by a majority vote of the Board
of Trustees. :

4.2 Term

Honorary Membership is for a life-time term. No replacement or substitution is
necessary.
4.3 Termination

Honorary members may resign at their own will at anytime.

5. Adoption of and Amendment to By-Laws

Adoption of the first By-Laws shall be acted upon by the Endowment Members.
The first amendment to the By-Laws shall be made by the first meeting of the first
Board of Trustees. All subsequent adoptions and amendments must be approved by
a 75% majority vote by the Endowment Membership.



6. Official Language

The Official Language for all documents shall be English. However, in meetings
held by the Foundation, both Chinese and English may be used. Reasonable
translation facilities shall be provided whenever possible when requested.

7. Governing Instruments

The By-Laws as set forth herein is the only ruling document. In the event a portion

of the By-Laws should be held in contradiction to local or federal laws, the remaining
By-Laws shall still ho!d valid.

7.1 Distribution of Income
In general, the Foundation will not be distributing income. The Foundation may
distribute for each tax year at such time and in such manner as not to become subject

to the tax on undistributed income imposed by Section 4942 of the Internal Revenue
Code, or corresponding section of such future federal tax code.

7.2 Self-Dealing

The Foundation will not engage in any act of self-dealing as defined in Section

4941(d) of the Internal Revenue Code, or corresponding section of any future federal
tax code.

7.3 Business Holdings

The Foundation will not retain any excess business holdings as definea in Section

4943(c) of the Internal Revenue Cade, or corresponding section of any future federal
tax code.

7.4 Investment

The Foundation will not make any investments in such manner as to subject it to

tax under Section 4944 of the internal Revenue Code, or corresponding section of any
future federal tax code.

7.5 Expenditures

The Foundation will not make any taxable expenditures as defined in Section

5945(d) of the Internal Revenue Code, or corresponding section of any future federal
tax code.

7.6 Conflicts between Articles of Incorporation and By-Laws

In case of conflicts between the By-laws and the Articles of Incorporation, the
Article of Incorporation shall over-ride the By-Laws.
8. Dissolution of The Foundation

The dissolution of the Foundation shall be carried out upon the recommendation by

a 75% majority of the Board of Trustees, and ratified by 75% of the votes cast by the
Endowment Members on the dissolution amendment,

The remaining tunds of the Foundation shall be donated to other non-profit
Foundations of like purposes with 501(c)(3) tax-exempt status of Internal Revenue
Code and with the approval of a majority vote by the Endowment Membership. (%)

CHAIRMAN'S MESSAGE

REFEESH

Greetings:

In the three months since the Tiananmen massacre,
the Foundation for Chinese Democracy has made
amazing progress, thanks to the volunteer efforts of
many.

From the beginning of the Foundation, the
organizers felt that it was important to define the
Foundation's mission clearly and to define our
perspective on the issue of democracy in China. We
felt that while on the one hand as Americans we
must respect the right of the Chinese people to
choose their form of economic system and govern-
ment, we nonetheless believe that, as frienda of the
Chinese people, we cannot and should not remain
silent on those policies of the current government
that violate basic human rights and which ere
harmful to the modernization of China.

The early activities of the Foundation have been
directed towards creating visibility and credibility
for the Foundation. Eventa such as the Davies Hall
Concert on June 27, the Concert/Rally on July 1,
the mini—telsthon aver the weekend of July 21, and
the visit by Wu'erkaixi and the other dissidents on
August 8 and 9, all helped to establish the Founda-
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tion as a visible and active organization in the eyes
of the publie.

The Foundation has also worked towards
networking with other Bay Area and Southern
California pro—democracy groups and sponsored
educational Rctivities for policymakers and the
public. Consistent with the Foundation's non-profit
status, the focus has been on educational and
humanitarian activities,

Although the Foundation was set up rapidly
after the events of June 4, it has adopted a
structure which will provide stability in the
long-term, with a 25-member Board of Directors, a
seven-member Executive Committee, and severa!
working committees, The Foundation is fortunate
to have received outstanding support from govern.
ment and community leaders, many of whom have
agreed to serve on the Foundation's Honorary and
Advisory Boards.

By making the Foundation a membership
organization, we hope to encourage broad partic-
ipation by the community. I must apologize for our
delay in getting out our first newsletter to our
members and hope to keep in better touch with you
in the future.

Probebly the question [ am asked most
frequently is, “What is the Foundation doing with
the money it has raised?” We feel that the oppor-
tunities for effective programs, especially in the
humanitarian arena, are quite limited at this time.
We know that it's easier to fandraise this year, more
difficult next year, and even harder the year after.
The kinds of commitments we make now are for
projects which will be meaningful two-three years
down the line. According'y, we have formed the
“Fund For Chinese Democracy” under the auspices
of the San Francisco Foundation, to make sure the
money we have raised is prudently and properly
invested and accounted for. Along these lines, we do
not have a paid staff, we are fortunate to have a
rent—free office, and we are trying to keep our
expenses low.
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In the meantime, the Foundation has and will
continue to make grants to other organizations for
humanitarian and educational programs. So far,
$10,000 has been allocated by the Board of Directors
for such programs, with $3,000 in grants already
awarded.

The balance of the expenditures by the Founda-
tion will be for the Foundsation’'s own programs in
the areas of public education for policymakers and
the general public and assistance for Chinese
students and scholars in the United States. We
would like to help the students and scholars so that
they do not get sent back prematurely because their
visas have expired: to assist them in finding employ-
ment or providing them with immediate emergency/
medical assistance if neceszary. We view these
students studying abroad as China's future, their
national tressure who need to be protected. We
must make the investment as Chinese~Americans
to help them return to China as the future leaders
who will modernize and democratize China.

For the future, the Foundation is developing a
strategic plan on how to use our resources and
people effectively, primarily in the educztional
arena. Specifically the Foundation will sponsor
conferences, forums, lectures, and other activities
that maintain the public’s awareness of the struggle
for democracy in China.

. Despite all of our accomnplishments to date, the
Foundation is a young and developing organization
that needs the ideas, energy and support of all of
you. 1 invite each of you to become an active mem-
ber of the Foundation: to send in your ideas,
thoughts, and concerns, and to join the Foundation
in the efforts to secure democracy for all Chinese.

Thank you again for your penerous support. |
look forward to working with all of you in the near

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San Francisco in support of the dissidents newly
formed group, “Front For Democratic China.”
Beginning with & slide presentation of scenes from
the June 4 massacre and the pro—democracy
movement in various cities throughout China, each
dissident followed with a short speech campaigning
for support for the fledgling movement. Afer
dinner, folk gsinger Joan Baez stood next to a replica
of the Goddess of Democracy statue and sang
“China,” the song she wrote after learning about the
events at Tiananmen Square.

The second day's schedule consisted of press
conferences during the day, and a public speech in
the everiing at the Hyatt Regency. Over 1,300
people heard Wan Runnan compare China's
renascent democracy movement to that of Poland's
Solidarity Union, which had also been suppressed
by the government but has now become legitimate.

Wu'erkaixi, by far the most popular and
recognizable of the dissidents, emphasized that the
movement is a struggle for the right of the people to
choose their 6wn form of government. Each
dissident also discussed the possibility of forming a
multi-party system.

Concluding with meetings with the Stanford
and Berkeley student groups,.the three—day visit
raised approximately $60,000 in support of the
Front For Demacratic China group.

China’s Dissidents visit the Bay
Area

In the early morning of August 8, 1989, & strong
earthquake jolted many people from their sleep.
Perhaps this natural phenomenon served as an
announcement to the Bay Area on the arrival of four
leading Chinese dissidents to San Francisco:
Wu'erkaixi Duolalite, the 21-year old Chinese
student leader, Wan Runnan, former Chief Execu-
tive Officer of Stone Computer Group, China's
largest privately managed company; Yan Jiaqi,
former advisor to Premier Zhao Ziyang: and Su Wei,
a scholar from the Chinese Academy of Social
Science. All participated in non-stop appearances
throughout the Bay Area.

Over 900 people attended the August 8
fundreiser dinner held at the Hyatt Regency in

Pro-Democracy Concert/Rally at
Justin Herman Plaza

Proving the June 4 massacre had not been
forgotten, a crowd of over 10,000 supporters filled
Justin Herman Plaza on July 1 for a concert/rally to
commemorate those who died at Tiananmen
Square. The program of pop and classical musie,
poetry, prayers and speeches given by popular
entertainers from Hong Kong, Taiwan and China
moved the audience to join the performers in song.
Deputy Mayor James Ho, representing Mayor Art
Agnos, declared July 1, 1989 as “A Day of
Conscience,” reading a resolution sponsored bv
Supervisor Tom Hsieh. This was followed by the
unveiling of a replica “Goddess of Democracy,”
recreated by a team of students from the Academy
of Art College in San Francisco. Local politicians in
attendance who expressed their support for the
pro—democracy movement included Congresswomen




Barbara Boxer and Nancy Pelosi, former Mayor
Dianne Feinstein, Supervisor Tom Hsieh and
Municipal Court Judge Lillian Sing.

Among the supporting groups at the concert/
rallv were Ai Hua Society, University of California
Berkeley; Association of Chinese Students and
Scholars at Stanford; Berkeley Coordinating
Committee for China; Chinese Student Association
of University of California San Francisco; Silicon
Valley for Chinese Democracy; and United
Association of Chinese Students and Scholars in
California.

In addition, the Foundation acknowledges here
the following individuals and organizations who
sponsored this event: Asian Performing Acts; Asian
Performing Arts of Colorado; Asian Week ; Dr.
Edward Chan; Mr. Peter Chi; Commodore Stockton
Children's Center; Concert/Rally Committee; East
West News ; Eastwind Book and Arts, Inc.; Fook
Yuen Restaurant; Harbour Village Restaurant;
Larry and Jeanne Lowe; Dr. and Mrs. Rolland C.

21 within 24 hours of formation of the Committee. About 500 people participated
Another rally with 10,000 pecple was held at Toronto City Hall on May 28. Both
events were to express support for the democracy movement and to try in vain to
stop the Chinese regime from using force to suppress the peaceful pro-democracy
demonstration. On June 4, after a few aged Chinese leaders ignored the pecple’s
wish and ordered the brutal massacre and started suppression of the students
and citizens in China, the Committee organized a protest march in front of the
Chinese Consulate with more than 30,000 people participating. This broke all
records in the history of the community and showed the wide-spread support of
the democracy movement and the outrage at the present Chinese regime. Since
June 4, the Committee has organzied or participated in the follwoing:

Reason for the Nama Change

The Toronto Association For Democracy in China was formerly known as the Toronto
Committee of Concerned Chinese Canadians Supporting the Democracy Movement in
China, which was formed on May 20, 1989 after martial law was declared in
Beijing. The original organization was an Ad Hoc Committee. The new Association
was formed based on the original Committee on December 16, 1989 and will be
incorporated as a non-profit organization. The purpose is to have a more
permanent organization to continue to support the democracy movement in China.

Objectives of the Association:

1) To support the democracy movement in China including Hong Kong which
promotes human rights, freedom, democracy, and rule by law through
peaceful and non-violent means,

2) To provide assistance and support to Chinese students and scholars in
Canada who supported and participated in the democracy movement.

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Dear Members and Friends,

The massacre of the students and innocent citizens in Deijing on Tune 4,
1989 was a gross violation of human rights by the Chinese Covernment. The
Federation of Students, University of Waterloo formed an Action Committee
immediately after this event to support lhuman rights and pro-democtacy move-
ments in China. ‘Fhe denial of the massacre and Lhe continued acrest and execu-
tion of the dissidents by the Chinese Govermment had indicated that long term
actions for the promotion of hnman rights and democracy in China would he
required. Therefore, the Action Commitlee founded the Association on July 9,
1989 such that we could contribute to the promotion of huwan rights in China.
The Association is based in the Kitchener-Waterloo area and is a non-profit and
non-political organization unaligned with any cxisting political groups. Our ob-
jectives are (i) to support non-violent movenents which promole human rights
and democracy in China; and (ii) to raise the awareness of the Canadian public
and goverument on human rights issues and Lo solicit their supports. Al present,
we are composed of individuals from the lacal universities and the Chinese com-
wmunity. Mewmberships are open to the public. Several of our activilies have
been carried out in co-sponsorships with the Federation of Students, the Chi-
nese Students and Scholars Association, and the Chinese Students Assacialion
of Universily of Waterloo.

The last decade of the 20th century started with new Lopes breathed into
the people of most East European conpmmmnist countries.  Poland, Hungary,
Czechoslovakia, East Germany, Romaunia, Soviet Union and Mongolia all have
undergone profound changes and have embarked on multiparty, democratic sys-
tems. By contrast, China remains to be one of the few connmunist countries that
are under the grip of hardline leaders who refuse Lo accepl even the sallest
degree of dissent. The Chinese people continue to sufter under a govermment

that shows little promise for social and political reforms.



WIHAT HAVE WE DONE

Since the Founding Meeting on July 9, 1989, the Association has striven to
support non-violent movements that promote human rights and democtacy in
China. Many times we wrole: to the Secretary of State for External Affairs
and the President of Northern Telecom, we aflirmed owr indignalion over the
$100 million Inan te China; to the dignilaries who received invitation to attend
the October ist celebration hosted by the Chinese Consulate, we urged them
to decline to participate; to Dr. ‘T. D. Lee (Li Zheug Dao), we conveyed our
disagreement of his meeling with Deng; to the British High Commissioner, we
expressed our concern in the arrests of the April Action group ménhers in Hong
Kong. In many occasions we maiched: on the Black Ribbon Day, we Look part
in the parade in Kitchener; Lo commemorate the 100th day after the Beijing

Massacre, we rallied and marched at the University of Waterloo; on October
1st, we rallied outside the Chinese Consulate and declared that all Chinese are

born free and equal; at the Washington October 1st National March, we joined
thousands of others who came from all carners of the continent. In last January,
we leld a well reccived Photo Exhibition at the University of Waterloo, looking

back at the past sevenly years of democralic movements in China.
WORLD-WIDE NETWORIKING

Aund now, alimost a year alter the June 4th massacie, China remaius [rosted
in a winter of oppression. With all voices for political justice muflled, and most
student leaders being behind bar, executed or in exile, the hatdliners rontinue to
consolidate their power. Overseas, individuals and groups had realized that the
struggle for human rights and democracy in China would he a hard and loug
one, and improved organization and communication would be needed among
themselves. Tle first North Awmerican conference on pro-democracy movement
was leld in San Francisco On December 23, 198% and a North American Organi-
zation Commmitlee was subsequently Tormed Lo facilitate further communication
and networking among the various groups. A Forum on Strategic I'Mlauning for
All Democracy Movement Groups in Canada was held on Jauunary 13, 1990
at the York University where student groups and comunmily gronps from ma-
jor cities such as Toronto, Vaucouver, Moutreal, OQtiawa, Regina, Winnipeg,
Loudon and Edmonton converged to discuss Milure stralegy and channels of
communicalion. Represenlatives from our Association also participaled in that

forum.
